2. Training Requirements.  This ITP defines the long-range training strategy for Military Occupational Specialty (MOS) 96U, to extend the period covered through FY10.  This ITP updates the existing ITP, as well and incorporates the acquisition of the Brigade TUAV Shadow 200 and training requirements.  This MOS supports the Army XXI initiative and ensures that it keeps pace with the rapidly changing UAV requirements of Force XXI.  The training will be conducted in accordance with POIs for each course.  To be eligible to attend 96U training, soldiers must meet the aptitude and retention requirements established by Department of the 
Army Pamphlet (DA PAM) 611-21.  Solders then attend Initial Entry Training (IET)/Advanced Individual Training (AIT).  After completion of training, soldiers will then receive additional training through the Noncommissioned Officers Education System that consists of the Primary Leadership Development Course (PLDC), the Basic Noncommissioned Officer’s Course (BNCOC), and the Advanced Noncommissioned Officer’s Course (ANCOC).  BNCOC and ANCOC are Department of the Army (DA) selected courses.

3.  Training Strategy.  The training strategy is to develop disciplined and motivated soldiers that are tactically and technically proficient Unmanned Aerial Vehicle (UAV) operators through modular resident and nonresident courses.
a. Training for Unmanned Aerial Vehicle (UAV) Operators is required to support the fielding of the Shadow 200 Tactical Unmanned Aerial Vehicle (TUAV) system and to sustain the Operators for the Hunter TUAV system. The fielding to Active Army units of the Shadow 200 TUAV is expected to be complete by FY06. The Reserve Component is expected to receive 39 Shadow 200 TUAV systems starting in FY06.  UAV training at the Intelligence Center will increase to support both the Active and Reserve Component for UAV Operators.  Funding for the Hunter TUAV system has been extended through FY07, and will require the Intelligence Center to maintain a training base to fill attrition of soldiers supporting those systems.  In the FY04-05 time frame, a new TUAV will be developed to replace the Hunter system.  When this system is selected and fielded, the Army will replace the Hunter system and UAV training will be adjusted to support any specific requirements for that system.

b.  Skill Level One (SL1).  The Tactical Unmanned Aerial Vehicle (TUAV) Operator course is 23 weeks, 3 days in length.  This course provides training for newly enlisted soldiers who are attempting to qualify for MOS 96U, UAV Operator on the Brigade TUAV Shadow 200 system.  It also serves to train soldiers who are reclassifying into MOS 96U.  Soldiers from the Reserve Component are currently not trained for MOS 96U, but are expected to receive training beginning FY06. Soldiers must meet the requirements of DA Pam 611-21, Military Occupational Classification and Structure, which includes a Class 3 flight physical and a Secret security clearance.  Major duties for the SL1 soldier consist of preparing and conducting air reconnaissance missions, operating sensors for target detection, planning and analyzing flight missions, deploying and re-deploying the TUAV, assembling and disassembling the UAV, pre-flight checks and procedures, performing launch and recovery operations, operating and performing operator level maintenance on communications equipment, power sources, light wheeled vehicles, and trailers. 

c.  Skill Level Two (SL2).  The Primary Leadership Development Course (PLDC) is a resident course available at designated NCO Academies for soldiers selected by their assigned units.  PLDC provides necessary leadership and soldierization training for soldiers at this skill level.  Some SL2 training will be taught at the 10 level course.  The rest of SL2 training will be conducted through extension or embedded training.

d.  Skill Level 3 (SL3).  SL3 96U soldiers perform duties shown in SL 1 and 2, and provide guidance to subordinate soldiers.  They supervise site selection of TUAV ground operations using maps, aerial photographs, terrain studies, and intelligence reports.  They assist in the coordination of intelligence collection, recommend methods of employment to higher and adjacent units, and maintain mission and operational databases.  The 96U BNCOC consists of two phases:  

(1)  Phase 1 BNCOC is exported by US Army Sergeants Major Academy (USASMA) as a stand-alone, Army Common Core separate POI.  Course 600-BNCOC (F), Phase 1 is 2 weeks, 2 days long and is a prerequisite to attending the resident Phase 2 BNCOC, Course Number 243-96U30 at Fort Huachuca, AZ.

 (2)  The Phase 2 BNCOC is five weeks, four days in length, and trains noncommissioned officers the critical tasks necessary to perform 96U SL 3 duties.  The course is performance based, scenario driven, using a combination of UAV flight simulators and actual flight line equipment.  The student, as Mission Commander, uses the Hunter/Shadow Flight Simulators and scenarios to plan and supervise UAV flight operations.  The course concludes with an integrated STX using Hunter/Shadow aircraft.

e.  Skill Level 4 (SL4).  SL4 96U soldiers perform the duties shown under Skill Levels 1, 2 and 3, as well as provide guidance to subordinate soldiers.  They supervise and coordinate platoon-level operations.  The SL4 NCO applies military intelligence collection process and surveillance planning to UAV operations.  Additionally, the SL4 NCO coordinates shift operations for the platoon.


(1)  The US Army Sergeants Major Academy (USASMA) created a stand-alone Army Common Core course in a separate POI.  Course 600-ANCOC (F), ANCOC Common Core, Phase 1 consists of 12 training days, and is a prerequisite to attending the 2-96-C42 Military Intelligence ANCOC, Phase 2 at Fort Huachuca, AZ.


(2)  The 2-96-C42, (ANCOC Phase 2) course is six weeks, four days in length and trains noncommissioned officers the critical tasks necessary to perform 96U skill level 4 duties.  The course scope includes training on UAV operations, battle-damage assessment, SASO, and joint operations.


f.  Skill Level 5 (SL5).  Senior NCOs will be eligible for the First Sergeant Course and the Sergeants Major Academy.  Only qualified, DA selected personnel will attend the Sergeants Major Academy.  

g.  Functional Training. 

(1) 243-ASIE1. Graduates of 96U10, training that are determined to have the required physical and special skills to be External Pilots, will be eligible to attend the 243-ASIE1, Short Range (SR) Unmanned Aerial Vehicle External Pilot (EP) Course.  The course length is 16 weeks.  EP duties are of a low density and are highly specific.  The EP course is a functional course that teaches soldiers the special skills needed to manually launch, recover, transfer, and accept control of the air vehicle from the Aerial Vehicle Operator (AVO).  Soldiers completing this course will be awarded the ASI of E1.

(2)  243-F27. Short Range Unmanned Aerial Vehicle Operator training is a 10 week course.  It is designed to train soldiers already qualified as a 96U to operate and perform maintenance on the TUAV Hunter system.  This training will result with soldiers capable of performing Flight Line Operations, including the take off and landing of the TUAV, and serving as both an Aerial Vehicle Operator (AVO) and Mission Payload Operator (MPO).  Major duties for the soldier consist of preparing and conducting air reconnaissance missions, operating sensors for target detection, planning and analyzing flight missions, deploying and re-deploying the TUAV system, assembling and disassembling the air vehicle, pre-flight checks and procedures, performing launch and recovery operations, operating and performing operator level maintenance on communications equipment, power sources, light and heavy wheeled vehicles, and perform crane operations.

(3)  243-F28. Standardization/Instructor Pilot Course. This course is 2 weeks long and is designed to train operators how to develop and maintain the unit Standardization/Unit Training Program in accordance with AR 95-23, and TC 34-212.  Soldiers attending this course must be selected by the unit Commander, and meet the requirements of AR 95-2, 200 flight hours and a minimum of 75 hours as a Mission Commander.  Students will learn the skills and knowledge to perform Instructor Pilot duties, including unit standardization and aircrew training program, weight and balance, TAMMS, and safety.

4. Training Deleted:  None identified at this time.

5.   Alternatives if Resources are not Provided.  Resourcing to accomplish training contained in this ITP has been recognized through FY10.  If the required equipment resources are not provided, current training programs will continue on a degraded basis, impairing the ability of the training unit to meet the number of soldiers required to field new systems.
