Perform crane operations, pre-flight checks and procedures including assembly and disassembly of the UAV and launch and recover of the UAV from the runway.

Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) requires Personnel Protective Equipment (PPE).  Occupational health clinics can provide the required respirator medical screening, and fitting.  Personnel must provide proof of certification, IAW AR 40-5 prior to enrollment.
