INFORMATION SHEET

FOR

ARMY NATIONAL GUARD AND ARMY RESERVE SOLDIERS

1. Could anything cause my training to be longer?

YES.  Reasons such as being newstart, recycled, reclassified to a different MOS, or held over for missed training, academic failure, Army Physical Fitness Test (APFT) failure may lengthen your training time at Fort Huachuca.

2. What is Newstart/Recycle?

Newstart is starting your MOS training over at day one.  This may occur due to reasons such as academic failure, illness, motivation or attitude problems.  Recycle is starting your MOS training over with another class already in session.  This may occur due to the same reason stated for Newstart.

3. When can I go home?

When you complete your training or are released by proper authority.

4. What if I have an emergency at home?

Your family must contact the RED CROSS, who will in turn contact Fort Huachuca.  Your commander will be notified and he/she will notify you.  You can then take emergency leave if you choose to (at your own expense).

5. What happens if I become physically unable to train?

If it is a temporary problem, you will be placed on a temporary profile.  If it is a permanent problem it may result in discharge or reclassification into another MOS.  In either situation, it may also mean Recycle or Newstart and a delay in training.

6. What if I fail my End of Cycle Test (EOCCT)?

You may be held over for up to one week for remedial and re-testing.

7. What if I fail the final Army Physical Fitness Test (APFT) prior to graduation?

You may be held over for up to two weeks for remedial physical fitness training and APFT retest.  Commanders are authorized, on a case by case basis, to extend the soldier’s APFT stay if potential is shown that the soldier may pass the event.

8.  Can I change my Military Occupational Specialty (MOS)?

NO.  Your Reserve Component unit can change your MOS IF you are reclassified for academic reasons.

9.  What if my orders indicate an MOS different from what I enlisted for at MEPS?

An order may be changed ONLY when the Reserve Component Liaison Office verifies an error.

10.  Can I enlist in the Regular Army while I am here at Fort Huachuca?

NO!  You must return home to your Reserve Component unit and request release from your Reserve Component unit commander.  You may not request release until you have completed six months of service from the date you returned home from AIT.

11.  Can I go to Airborne, Air Assault, Ranger or Special Forces training?

ONLY if assigned to that type of Reserve Component unit AND the training is indicated on your orders!

12.  How do I go about seeing my Reserve Component Liaison NCO?

Go through your chain of command.

13.  If I have a problem or a question should I call my Reserve Component unit?

NO!  That is why you have a chain of command and a Reserve Component Liaison NCO.  Talk to your drill sergeant, if they cannot assist you, they will send you to someone that can, i.e., RC Liaison NCO, First Sergeant, Student PAC, Student MILPO, etc.

14.  Will I have free time during training?

Free time is at the discretion of your training commander.

15.  What if my graduation date will get me home too late to start college or return to work?

The ONLY soldiers with a mandatory return date are those Phase I (Basic Training) Split Option soldiers.  Phase II (AIT) Split Option and other enlistees do NOT have mandatory return dates and WILL remain at Fort Huachuca until completion of MOS training.  You will have to start college the next semester.  Your employer is required BY LAW to give you your job back as long as you apply for reemployment WITHIN 31 DAYS after your return from AIT.

16.  Can I get promoted while I’m at Fort Huachuca?

YES, IF you meet the following requirements:

a. Advancement to PV2: Completion of 6 months of service from date of entry on Initial Active Duty for Training (IADT).  This does NOT include ANY time you spent at your reserve component unit before you went to training (BCT and AIT).

b. Advancement to PFC: Completion of 4 months as PV2.

17.  How do I get my reserve component unit patches and crests?

Your Liaison SGM will pass a form out during your initial briefing. Complete the form and mail it to your unit.  If you missed one, contact your Liaison SGM.

18.  When do I have to return to my reserve component unit after I complete training?

You must contact your RC unit the first workday after return to home station.

19.  When do I receive payment for my enlistment bonus?

You are entitled to your first payment upon completion of MOS training and return to your RC unit.  Upon receipt of your diploma your RC unit will process all necessary paperwork.  Bonuses are paid in three installments.  One half upon completion of MOS training, one fourth at the end of your second year in the ARNG or USAR, and the remaining at the end of your fourth year in the ARNG or USAR.  Your unit will also provide you with information concerning the Montgomery GI Bill and other incentives you may have enlisted for.

20.  Do I have to do anything special to out-process from Fort Huachuca?

YES.  You must do several things to out-process.  Your Drill Sergeant will instruct you on what you must do.  One very important part of your out-processing is the Transition Point at Whitside Hall.  You must call for an appointment five working days before graduation.  Call Mr. Hartman, x3-1120 or x3-5065.  Prior service, active duty for training soldiers must make their own appointment!!!!!!

21. What is a Line of Duty Investigation (LOD)?

A Line of Duty Investigation is required for National Guard and Army Reserve Soldiers who receive a serious injury while on Active Duty.  It states the nature of the injury and confirms the injury occurred while the soldier was on active duty.  The individual soldier or the Drill Sergeant initiates the LOD at Patient Administration in the main lobby of Raymond W. Bliss Army Medical Center on Fort Huachuca.  A DA Form 2173 will be completed. The DA Form 2173 will protect the soldier if the injury reoccurs after release from active duty.  The DA Form 2173 authorizes the soldier Government provided or funded medical care for the specific injury after release from active duty.

22. How do I receive a copy of my Leave and Earning Statement(LES)?

As a member of the Army Reserve or National Guard your LES is mailed to your home address while you are at AIT. You can access a copy of your LES on the web site www.dfas.mil/emss/.  You are required to have a PIN number to access this site.  If you have not already received a PIN number by mail you can submit a request.  Request will say “Request E/MSS PIN” and include:

FAX the request to (216) 522-5800 or DSN 580-5800.  When granted the temporary PIN, the PIN will be the last 5 numbers of your social security number.

*********IMPORTANT NOTE************

If you are a prior service soldier here on active duty for training and you do not have your 201 file you must notify the appropriate Liaison SGM IMMEDIATELY!
