SUBJECT:  Fort Huachuca Interim Security Clearance Procedures

1. Reference Army Regulation (AR) 380-67, Personnel Security Program, 9 September 1988.

2.   Final or interim security clearances are required in order for Reserve Component (RC) students to attend training at the US Army Intelligence Center and Fort Huachuca.  Central Clearance Facility (CCF) considers attendance to an MOSQ school as a compelling reason to request an interim clearance. 

3. Procedures outlined below are in accordance with paragraph 1.    

a. Courses requiring SECRET clearances.  The Security Division may grant an interim SECRET if the RC soldier’s unit has submitted an Electronic Personnel Security Questionnaire (SF86).  RC soldiers requiring an interim security clearance should report to Fort Huachuca with a copy of the confirmation that the Defense Security Service (DSS) (EPSQ receipt) or Office of Personnel Management (OPM) has received the EPSQ (SF86).  If there is a pending investigation with DSS or OPM, the unit should confirm that Local Agency Checks are completed to ensure the investigation is not running derogatory.  The RC soldier will then be allowed to begin training on the basis of an interim security clearance.  The RC soldier should also have a hard copy of the SF86 and a disk copy when arriving at Fort Huachuca, AZ. 

     b.  Courses requiring TOP SECRET (TS) clearances with Sensitive Compartmented Information (SCI) access.  The Security Division may request an interim TS/SCI if the RC soldier’s unit has submitted an EPSQ, and there is a pending investigation at DSS or OPM and confirmation of a Local Agency Check with no derogatory information.  The RC soldier must report to Fort Huachuca with a copy of the confirmation that the investigation is open (EPSQ receipt).  The soldier should also have a hard and disk copy of the completed EPSQ SF86 submitted to DSS or OPM, confirmation of the completed Local Agency Check from the home station, and a completed National Agency Check (NAC) or evidence of a current SECRET security clearance.  The Security Division will verify the documents and request an interim TS/SCI from CCF.

     c.  If derogatory information is found during the investigation, the RC soldier will remain 

in class if he is in an unclassified portion but will be removed if in a classified portion.  If it is 
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determined that the derogatory information will cause the investigation to be extended and cannot be cleared up in 60 days, the soldier will be returned to his home station until CCF has
reached a final decision.


 d.  To ensure that National Guard officers have the requisite clearance to attend the Military Intelligence Officers Basic Course (MIOBC), request that their State fax a copy of the officer’s SF 86 to Security Division at 520-538-2105 (DSN 879-2105).  This pertains only to officers who are still awaiting a final TS clearance with SCI access.  Also, request that the National Guard unit provide a point of contact and phone number to the Security Division for expeditious clearance verification prior to the student’s arrival at Ft Huachuca.  This will allow the Security Division to check with CCF to determine if an interim TS can be granted.
